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Match background

Russia will hope that lightning does not strike twice when they take on Spain for the second time at UEFA EURO
2008™ in their semi-final at Vienna's Ernst-Happel-Stadion.

» Guus Hiddink's team were well beaten by Spain in the teams' opening match of the tournament, going down 4-1 as
David Villa struck a hat-trick in Innsbruck. With his three goals (20, 44, 75), Villa became the first player since 2000
to score a hat-trick on this illustrious stage before setting up the fourth goal for Cesc Fabregas (90+1) after Roman
Pavlyuchenko (86) had reduced the deficit.

« If it is little surprise that Luis Aragonés's Spain have steadily built on that victory to reach their first semi-final in 24
years, Russia's impressive turnaround since that false start was perhaps less easy to predict. Yet it continues Hiddink's
commendable record at major tournaments, having never failed to take a team beyond the opening stage.

« After losing to Spain, Russia revived their hopes by defeating holders Greece 1-0 in Salzburg through a 33rd-minute
goal by Konstantin Zyryanov. They then beat Sweden 2-0 in their decisive third group game, Pavlyuchenko (24) and
Andrei Arshavin (50) scoring as Russia secured their passage to the last eight.

* Hiddink outmanoeuvred his native Netherlands in the quarter-finals, Russia beating the highly-fancied Dutch 3-1
after extra time in Basel last Saturday. Although Ruud van Nistelrooy (86) cancelled out Pavlyuchenko's 56th-minute
opening goal, Dmitri Torbinski (112) and Arshavin (126) made sure of the victory in the closing stages of the additional
period.

» Spain have gone from strength to strength since defeating Russia. They beat Sweden 2-1 in their second Group D
outing, Villa scoring the winner two minutes into added time after Fernando Torres (15) and Zlatan Ibrahimovi¢ (34)
had swapped goals. With that success, Spain secured first place in the section and they then maintained their
momentum by defeating Greece 2-1 through another late strike, this time by Daniel Gliza two minutes from the end
after Rubén de la Red (61) had cancelled out a first-half Angelos Charisteas effort.

« Spain strengthened the feeling that this might be their year by beating world champions Italy in Sunday's quarter-final
in Vienna. No Spanish team had beaten Italy in a competitive fixture since 1920 but Aragonés's side laid to rest that
hoodoo with a 4-2 penalty shoot-out victory after a goalless draw.

« After Iker Casillas had saved penalties from Daniele De Rossi and Antonio Di Natale, Fabregas stepped up to send
Spain into the last four. Of Spain's four other takers, Villa, Santi Cazorla and Marcos Senna all scored before Giiza
was foiled by Gianluigi Buffon.

* This is the furthest Russia have travelled in a major tournament since the break-up of the Soviet Union, following
four previous first-round exits in UEFA European Championships and FIFA World Cups.

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* While it is Russia's best performance at the EURO as an independent nation, they reached the semi-finals five times
as part of the USSR - in 1960, 1964, 1968, 1972 and 1988. Their only defeat was against Italy in 1968 and that on
the toss of a coin after a 0-0 draw.

+ Hiddink lost his two previous semi-finals on the international stage. His Netherlands team went down 4-2 on penalties
to Brazil after a 1-1 draw at the 1998 World Cup. Four years later, he fell a step short of the final for a second time
when Korea Republic were beaten 1-0 by Germany.

 For Spain, Sunday's victory against Italy ended a sequence of five quarter-final defeats on the international stage,
and ensured their passage to a third UEFA European Championship semi-final.

» Spain won their two previous semi-finals. In 1964 they beat Hungary 2-1 in Madrid, Amancio Amaro scoring the
winning goal with five minutes of extra time remaining. Twenty years later, they defeated Denmark 5-4 on penalties
in Lyon after Antonio Maceda's second-half goal had cancelled out an early Sgren Lerby strike and taken the game
to extra time.

* Spain lost the 1984 final to hosts France but lifted the Henri Delaunay trophy in 1964 when they beat reigning
champions USSR 2-1 on home soil in Madrid. 'Chus' Pereda opened the scoring for Spain inside six minutes of the
final at the Santiago Bernabéu and although Galimzian Khusainov drew the Soviets level two minutes later, Marcelino
made sure of a home triumph with Spain's second goal after 84 minutes.

* This is the fourth time that two sides have met twice during the course of a UEFA European Championship final
tournament. In 1988, the Netherlands lost their opening match 1-0 to the USSR but then beat the same opponents
2-0 in the final. Germany inflicted two defeats on the Czech Republic at the 1996 finals, winning 2-0 in their first match
and then 2-1 in the final. Hosts Portugal suffered the same fate as the Czechs when they went down 2-1 to Greece
in the opening game of UEFA EURO 2004™, and then lost 1-0 to Otto Rehhagel's team in the final.

* Spain are aiming for a hat-trick of victories against Russia on the European stage. In addition to their 10 June victory
in Innsbruck, they also defeated the Russians in their opening game at UEFA EURO 2004 ™. Juan Carlos Valeron's
60th-minute effort earned Spain a 1-0 victory against a Russia side who finished with ten men following the 88th-minute
dismissal of Roman Sharonov. Unlike now, both teams missed the cut for the quarter-finals four years ago.

The Dutchman's South Koreans held Spain to a goalless draw in the quarter-finals
before prevailing on penalties.

« Hiddink knows Spanish football well, having held the reins at three clubs there: Valencia CF (1991-94), Real Madrid
CF (1998/99) and Real Betis Balompié (1999/2000).

* At club level, Hiddink's PSV Eindhoven squad overcame Real Madrid on away goals in the semi-final of the 1987/88
European Champion Clubs' Cup. The following season, they surrendered their hold on the continental crown after a
3-2 aggregate defeat by Madrid in the quarter-finals.

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* Russian internationals Aleksandr Anyukov, Arshavin, Vyacheslav Malafeev, Roman Shirokov and Zyryanov were
in the FC Zenit St. Petersburg team that eliminated Spanish side Villarreal CF in the UEFA Cup Round of 32 in
February. Zenit progressed on away goals after a 2-2 aggregate draw against a Villarreal outfit featuring Spain trio

* This is Russia's third EURO finals appearance as an independent nation and, in both 1996 and 2004, they went
home after the group stage. As part of the former Soviet Union, they beat Yugoslavia 2-1 to win the inaugural UEFA
European Championship and finished runners-up in 1964, 1972 and 1988.

« Spain are playing in their fourth successive EURO finals. They have missed only one final tournament (EURO '92)
since the inception of the eight-team event in 1980.

* Russia have never previously contested a penalty shoot-out in a major tournament.

* Spain's shoot-out win against Italy was their third in six attempts. They beat Denmark 5-4 on penalties in the 1984
UEFA European Championship semi-finals but lost to Belgium in the 1986 World Cup quarter-finals and to England
at the same stage of EURO '96™. After beating the Republic of Ireland on spot-kicks in the last 16 of the 2002 World
Cup, in the next round they succumbed 5-3 in a shoot-out against Hiddink's Korea Republic.

* Capdevila, Xavi Hernandez, Carlos Marchena and Carles Puyol were part of the Spain team beaten on penalties
by Cameroon in the final of the 2000 Men's Olympic Football Tournament. Xavi and Capdevila scored the first two
kicks for a Spain side beaten 5-3 in the shoot-out after a 2-2 draw.

* The final of UEFA EURO 2008™ will be played on Sunday 29 June at the Ernst-Happel-Stadion in Vienna.

* Arshavin had replaced Torbinski — the only change to the side that beat Greece 1-0 four days earlier. Zyryanov
scored the only goal after 33 minutes in Salzburg, guiding in after an error of judgment by Antonis Nikopolidis.

The Russian press had dubbed Guus Hiddink a coaching wizard long before a magical sequence of results conspired
to send his side to UEFA EURO 2008™. Winger Yuri Zhirkov said: "What else can you call him, given that he has
taken so many teams to World Cups and European Championships?"

Hired in April 2006 after winning another Dutch title with PSV Eindhoven and before taking unfancied Australia to the
knockout stages of the FIFA World Cup, the Dutchman — who signed a new two-and-a-half year deal in March — had
previously steered the Netherlands and Korea Republic to World Cup semi-finals in 1998 and 2002 respectively. He
returned to Eindhoven for 2002/03 and proved his Midas touch had not deserted him at club level either, winning the
championship in his first term back at the PSV Stadion, adding a Dutch double in 2004/05 and running AC Milan all
the way in an enthralling UEFA Champions League semi-final. The domestic crown was successfully defended in
2005/06, by which time Hiddink was also working with Australia, who he guided to the World Cup last 16 before a
last-gasp penalty against Italy ended their hopes.

It was all a far cry from his undistinguished playing career, encompassing spells at SC Varsseveld, De Graafschap,
PSV, NEC Nijmegen, Washington Diplomats and San Jose Earthquakes. As a coach, he joined the PSV set-up under
Jan Reker and Hans Kraay, taking sole charge in March 1987 and piloting the club to three Dutch titles and a defeat
of SL Benfica in the 1988 European Champion Clubs' Cup final. Stints with some of Europe's leading teams -
Fenerbahge SK, Valencia CF, Real Madrid CF and Real Betis Balompié, with the Netherlands job in between — further
enhanced his reputation before he accepted the Korean challenge in 2001.

Luis Aragonés faced a test of his credentials in the early stages of Spain's UEFA EURO 2008™ qualifying campaign,
when successive defeats in Northern Ireland and Sweden left them with three points from a possible nine. However,
this vastly experienced coach soon led the Spanish out of their 'crisis' and they took 25 points out of the next 27 en
route to qualifying as Group F winners.

Born in 1938 in Hortaleza, Madrid, Aragonés represented Real Betis Balompié, Real Oviedo and RC Recreativo de
Huelva as a player but made his biggest impact in a decade at Club Atlético de Madrid from 1964 where his scoring
touch and set-piece expertise earned him the nickname 'Zapatones' (Big boots). Moving straight into coaching after
retiring in 1974, the no-nonsense coach with a notoriously short temper has not always had it easy. Indeed he briefly
retired from football in 1986 due to mental iliness before leading Atlético to the Copa del Rey in 1992.

He then moved on to spells at FC Barcelona, Sevilla FC, Valencia CF, RCD Espanyol, Betis, Oviedo and RCD Mallorca
before taking over from Ifaki Saez as Spain coach following UEFA EURO 2004 ™. Aragonés's first challenge was to
take Spain to the 2006 FIFA World Cup, which he achieved via the play-offs. At the finals, Spain won many admirers
as they cruised through their group but then lost 3-1 to France in the last 16. It was their first defeat in 25 matches
but Aragonés had done enough to earn a new two-year contract, although he announced in November 2007 he would
not renew it after UEFA EURO 2008™.

Frank De Bleeckere is carrying on a family tradition which has endured for more than four decades. De Bleeckere's
grandfather was a referee in Belgium in the 1950s and 1960s, and his father René a top-flight match official in the
domestic game some 20 years ago. A PR manager born in Oudenaarde, he speaks English, Flemish, French and
German and is married with a daughter. He started refereeing in 1984, oversaw his first top-flight match in 1995 and
received his FIFA badge in 1998. The same year he officiated at his first UEFA tournament, the UEFA European
Under-16 Championship in Scotland, and quickly graduated to UEFA Champions League and UEFA Cup duties.

He sandwiched UEFA EURO 2004™, where he was one of four specialist fourth officials, with appearances at the
2003 FIFA U-20 World Cup in the United Arab Emirates and 2005 FIFA U-17 World Cup in Peru, where he refereed
the final between Mexico and Brazil. De Bleeckere had earlier overseen a showpiece closer to home, the 2005 Belgian
Cup final between Club Brugge KV and KFC Germinal Beerschot Antwerpen. He was in the middle for six UEFA
Champions League matches in 2004/05 and four the following season before travelling to the FIFA World Cup where
he took charge of four matches including Italy's quarter-final defeat of Ukraine.

He was soon back in the rarified air of the UEFA Champions League, ending the 2006/07 campaign with AC Milan's
3-0 victory against Manchester United FC that confirmed the eventual winners' place in the 2007 final. The following
season, he took charge of the UEFA Cup semi-final second leg between ACF Fiorentina and Rangers FC.

Competition facts

UEFA European Championship: Did you know?

* Only three sides have ever won the UEFA European Championship on home soil: Spain (1964), Italy (1968) and
France (1984).

* No side has ever retained the trophy, and no player has appeared in two victorious finals.

* A total of 26 matches in the final tournament — including five finals — have gone to extra time, with 13 decided by a
penalty shoot-out, including the third-placed match between Czechslovakia and Italy at the 1980 finals when no extra
time was played.

» There have been 22 semi-finals in UEFA European Championship history and on only three occasions — France v
Portugal (2000), Netherlands v West Germany (1988) and West Germany v Yugoslavia (1976) — have a side recovered
after conceding the first goal to win without penalties. West Germany came from 2-0 down against Yugoslavia, the
only time this has been achieved. In addition, Germany came from behind to draw 1-1 with England in the 1996
semi-finals and subsequently prevailed on penalties, while Spain did likewise against Denmark in 1984.

« To date, 13 teams have held an interval lead in a EURO semi-final, of which eight have gone on to record victory,
two have drawn while three have ended up on the losing side. Of those drawn games, Denmark — who had been
leading 2-1 at the interval — beat the Netherlands 5-4 in a penalty shoot-out after their 1992 semi-final had finished
2-2, although the Scandinavian side lost on penalties to Spain in the last four in 1984 having led 1-0 at half-time.

» There have been ten goals scored during extra time at the semi-final stage, two in the first half and eight in the
second. Dieter Muller is the only player to score twice during extra time in the last four, doing so for West Germany
in their 4-2 defeat of Yugoslavia in 1976.

* Eleven semi-final ties have required extra time and five of those were ultimately decided by a penalty shoot-out:
Netherlands v Italy (2000), England v Germany, France v Czech Republic (both 1996), the Netherlands v Denmark
(1992) and Demark v Spain (1984).

* Alan Shearer's third-minute goal — timed at two minutes and 14 seconds — for England against Germany in 1996 is
the fastest goal scored in a EURO semi-final.

» The Soviet Union's 3-0 defeat of Czechoslovakia in the 1960 semi-final remains the biggest margin of victory in a
last-four match. In contrast, three ties — Italy v Soviet Union (1968), Czech Republic v France (1996) and the Netherlands
v Italy (2000) finished goalless.

* The first UEFA European Championship final, between the Soviet Union and Yugoslavia in 1960, was settled in
extra time with the former running out 2-1 winners in Paris. Three subsequent finals have also required 30 additional
minutes. Italy defeated Yugoslavia in a replay in 1968 after the first game had gone to extra time; Germany overcame
the Czech Republic 2-1 with a golden goal in 1996 and; four years later France beat Italy by the same scoreline, also
with a golden goal, in Rotterdam — the last time extra time was needed in the final.

» The 1976 final between Czechoslovakia and West Germany also went to extra time but after a 2-2 draw, a penalty
shoot-out was required — the first in UEFA European Championship finals history. Antonin Panenka settled the contest,
his memorable chip giving the Czechoslovakians a 5-3 victory in what remains the only final shoot-out in the competition.

* UEFA EURO 2008™ is Germany's tenth successive UEFA European Championship final tournament, more
appearances than any other side — they last missed out as West Germany in 1968.

* Having lost to Spain in the quarter-finals, Italy failed in their bid to become only the third team to hold the UEFA
European Championship and FIFA World Cup at the same time. West Germany won the European title in 1972 and
added the world crown two years later, while France claimed the 1998 World Cup and UEFA EURO 2000™.

» Manchester United FC quartet Cristiano Ronaldo, Nani, Patrice Evra and Edwin van der Sar were all bidding to join
the exclusive band of five players who have appeared in European Champion Clubs' Cup and UEFA European
Championship final victories in the same year, but none made it past the quarter-finals. Luis Suarez achieved the feat
with FC Internazionale Milano and Spain in 1964, while in 1988 PSV Eindhoven quartet Hans van Breukelen, Ronald
Koeman, Barry van Aerle and Gerald Vanenburg were all in the victorious Netherlands side.
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» Conversely Chelsea FC's Michael Ballack could still join a list of four players who followed European Cup final defeat
with EURO victory in the same year: Ignacio Zoco and Amancio Amaro (1964, Real Madrid CF and Spain) and Manny
Kaltz and Hoérst Hrubesch (1980, Hamburger SV and West Germany).

Technical Team enjoy EURO drama

Members of the UEFA Technical Team have been impressed with what they have seen so far at UEFA EURO 2008™.
The Technical Team is made up of nine experienced coaches and technicians who have been split into two groups.
The one based in Switzerland comprises Jerzy Engel (Poland), Gyérgy Mezey (Hungary), Morten Olsen (Denmark)
and Holger Osieck (Germany), while Jean-Paul Brigger (Switzerland, FIFA Technical Director), Roy Hodgson (England),
Geérard Houllier (France) and Jozef Venglos (Slovakia) have been attending games in Austria. UEFA Technical Director
Andy Roxburgh runs the team's activities. The experts are examining the tactical and technical trends at the tournament,
and have enjoyed the fare on offer, highlighting in particular the late goals in matches which have had a bearing on
the result.

"It's been a very good championship," said Roxburgh on Monday. "We've had some drama — it appears every time
Turkey play, we have drama. If you think of Turkey coming back against Switzerland, Czech Republic and Croatia,
these were incredibly dramatic games." The Technical Team is using not only this tournament, but also the 2006 FIFA
World Cup and UEFA Champions League as its benchmark for assessments.

Unite Against Racism

The fight to banish racism from football will take centre stage at the UEFA EURO 2008™ semi-finals. At the matches
in Basel on Wednesday and Vienna on Thursday, the team captains will deliver a message against racism and in
support of diversity directly after the national anthems prior to kick-off. The initiative is part of a series of messages
that will include a huge choreography in the stadium involving every spectator. The activities are taking place under
the tournament's Unite Against Racism programme. Unite Against Racism is an awareness campaign run by the
Football Against Racism in Europe (FARE) network with UEFA's backing, as well as with the support of the professional
players' union FIFPro. The project's profile is given an added boost by Hublot, a national supporter in both host
countries, which has dedicated its pitchside advertising space to the campaign. The Unite Against Racism logo is
displayed not only on the perimeter boards in the stadiums but also on the captains' armbands, the match tickets, the
ball boys and girls' bibs as well as the stewards' bibs and the substitute players' bibs. The campaign also includes an
advertising spot broadcast at every game — Different Languages, One Goal: No To Racism.

Refereeing appointments

Having taken charge of the opening game of UEFA EURO 2008 ™, Italian referee Roberto Rosetti will also bring the
tournament to a close after being appointed for Sunday's final at the Ernst-Happel-Stadion in Vienna. As well as
Switzerland's opening loss to the Czech Republic, the 40-year-old was in the middle for the quarter-final between
Turkey and Croatia. He will be accompanied by compatriots and assistants Alessandro Griselli and Paolo Calcagno
for the final, with Swedish referee Peter Frojdfelt acting as fourth official. Switzerland's Massimo Busacca will take
charge of the semi-final between Turkey and Germany in Basel on Wednesday, while Belgian Frank de Bleeckere
has been chosen for Thursday's other last-four meeting between Russia and Spain in Vienna.

Rosetti told euro2008.com: "This is a great satisfaction for me; I'm delighted. | would like to share this moment with
all Italian referees as well as with those who are close to me. However, this is not only my appointment — it's the
appointment of a team together with my assistants Alessandro and Paolo. We're all looking forward to the final with
all of its emotion and atmosphere."

euro2008.com a hit

One success story has already emerged from a memorable UEFA EURO 2008 ™ — the tournament's official website,
euro2008.com, has registered record traffic of more than one billion page views since its launch in February 2008.
So far in June, more than 42 million visitors from over 200 countries have logged on to text, multimedia and video
coverage of the action. Up to 4.3 million visitors logged on during a single day of the finals, and up to half a million
visitors per hour follow live coverage on the web. Traffic numbers are already up by more than 250 per cent compared
to euro2004.com. "We have had an extremely good response about everything from those surfing the internet," said
Alexandre Fourtoy, CEO of UEFA Media Technologies SA which is UEFA's subsidiary in charge of site production.
"We also see a lot of interaction between the fans and ourselves. As our website was made for the fans by the fans,
it is really a pleasure to see everyone participating all day long."

Consequently,
a situation will not arise whereby players receive a second yellow card of the tournament in the semi-finals and are
suspended for the final as a result.

* Player eligibility: The 16 participants in the final tournament had to submit a final list of 23 players — of which three
had to be goalkeepers — at least ten days before the opening match of the tournament, on 7 June. In the event of a
serious injury to a listed player before his team's first match in the final tournament, the player in question could be
substituted only if a doctor from the UEFA Medical Committee and the team doctor both confirmed the injury was
serious enough to prevent the player taking part.

* Financial information: UEFA has earmarked a total of €184m for the 16 teams competing in UEFA EURO 2008 ™
compared to €129m at UEFA EURO 2004™. The 16 teams in the final tournament will each receive a participating

fee of €7.5m with a performance bonus of €1m for a win during the group stage and €500,000 for a draw. The eight
teams who reach the quarter-finals will all receive an additional payment of €2m, with the four teams who progress

to the semi-finals collecting an extra €3m. For the teams who take the field for the final at the Ernst-Happel-Stadion
on 29 June, the runners-up will receive €4.5m with the winners collecting €7.5m. Therefore, if the victorious side at

the final win all three of their group games, they would collect a maximum of €23m.
