Group G - Matchday 3 LEAGUE,

The two teams setting the pace at the head of Group G, PFC CSKA Moskva and Arsenal FC, go head-to-head in the
Lokomotiv Stadium knowing three points would leave the winners in a strong position to qualify for the UEFA Champions
League knockout stages. With Arsenal winning both their first two games, the task of stopping their bandwagon now
falls to the Russian champions, while the section's other Matchday 3 fixture pits an FC Porto side still searching for
their first goal against a Hamburger SV team looking to register their first points.

* CSKA's defeat of Hamburg three weeks ago doubled their previous tally of home wins in the UEFA Champions
League group stage; their first six games yielded only one victory in Moscow, against Paris Saint-Germain FC in
2004/05. Dudu's 59th-minute header gave the Russian side a 1-0 victory on Matchday 2 and means that with four
points they are Arsenal's closest challengers. CSKA are still to concede a goal after drawing their opening game 0-0
in Porto and Valeri Gazzaev's side can feel cautiously pleased with their start.

English defeats

* However to maintain that they must improve on their only previous home game against English opposition. In the
2004/05 UEFA Champions League they lost 1-0 against Chelsea FC with Arjen Robben scoring the only goal. The
first game between the sides at Stamford Bridge had ended 2-0 to Chelsea and a 3-1 loss after extra time to Liverpool
FC in the 2005 UEFA Super Cup means CSKA have lost all three games to date against English sides.

* Arsenal are unbeaten in their last seven away matches in the UEFA Champions League proper, a run which features
five wins and two draws and includes the 2-1 win at Hamburg on Matchday 1. Arseéne Wenger's team followed that
up with a 2-0 home win against Porto, Thierry Henry opening the scoring with his 50th goal in UEFA club competition
and then setting up Aleksandr Hleb for the second.

Moscow visits

« It is the first time these teams have met but Arsenal's fourth journey to the Russian capital. Their first two visits,
when FC Spartak Moskva were the opponents, were instantly forgettable. In the 1982/83 UEFA Cup first round they
went down 3-2 and bowed out of the competition following a 5-2 reverse at Highbury. In the 2000/01 UEFA Champions
League second group stage, Arsenal lost 4-1 in the Luzhniki Stadium but gained revenge with a 1-0 win at home and
subsequently progressed to their first quarter-final in the competition.

* In the 2003/04 group stage Arsenal were paired with FC Lokomotiv Moskva and drew 0-0 in Russia. At home on
Matchday 6, goals from Robert Pirés and Fredrik Ljungberg took the Gunners through to the last 16 as section winners.

UEFA club competition milestones

* CSKA became the first Russian side to win a UEFA club competition when they lifted the UEFA Cup in May 2005
with a 3-1 victory in Lisbon against Sporting Clube de Portugal. They missed out on the chance to win the subsequent
UEFA Super Cup with a 3-1 defeat by Liverpool FC in August 2005.

* The club have competed in the European Champion Clubs' Cup on six separate occasions with two other group-stage
campaigns coming under the auspices of the UEFA Champions League in 1992/93 and 2004/05 before this season.

2005/06 season

Domestic record: In the 2005 Russian season, CSKA won the title by six points from capital rivals FC Spartak Moskva
and FC Lokomotiv Moskva. It was their second success in three years, having failed to win the championship in the
first eleven seasons after the dissolution of the Soviet Union.

European record: The UEFA Cup holders failed to hit the highs of the previous campaign in the same competition.
After coming through the first round with a 6-2 aggregate defeat of FC Midtjylland, they struggled in the group stage.
They won just one of their four games, a 2-1 home victory against PFC Levski Sofia, and their only other point came
in a 0-0 draw at SC Heerenveen. Defeats at home by Olympique de Marseille (2-1) and away at FC Dinamo 1948
Bucuresti (1-0) at the start and end of their campaign helped consign CSKA to last place.

UEFA club competition milestones

» The 2005/06 season saw Arsenal advance to the European Champion Clubs' Cup final for the first time although
they had previously been involved in both UEFA Cup Winners' Cup and UEFA Cup finals. Their finest UEFA Champions
League campaign culminated on 17 May 2006 with a 2-1 defeat by FC Barcelona, after Sol Campbell had given the
London club the lead in Paris.

* Arsenal played in three UEFA Cup Winners' Cup finals, triumphing in the 1993/94 season when they overcame
Parma FC 1-0 thanks to Alan Smith's 22nd-minute goal. The other finals ended in narrow defeats by Valencia CF and
Real Zaragoza in 1979/80 and 1994/95 respectively. Following their elimination from the 1999/00 UEFA Champions
League at the end of the group stage, Arsenal advanced to the UEFA Cup final only to lose on penalties to Galatasaray
SK at Copenhagen's Parken stadium.

Domestic record: Arsenal's impressive late run saw them leapfrog London rivals Tottenham Hotspur FC to finish
fourth in the English Premiership. Although they finished 24 points behind champions Chelsea FC, it was enough to
earn them a place in the UEFA Champions League third qualifying round, the first time they had not entered the
competition directly.
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European record: As one of the 16 automatic qualifiers, Arsenal breezed through the group stage with five victories
from their opening five engagements. The only blemish to their record came on Matchday 6 when they were held to
a scoreless draw by AFC Ajax. They then saw off Real Madrid CF in the first knockout round, 1-0 on aggregate, before
a 2-0 two-legged result defeated Juventus in the quarter-finals. Villarreal CF were beaten 1-0 on aggregate in the
semi-finals to take Arsenal through to the final at the Stade de France, where they lost 2-1 to Barcelona.

* To date, the Gunners have played 83 matches in the UEFA Champions League, winning 38, drawing 23 and losing
22. In that time, Arsenal have scored 116 goals and conceded 86.

* Their overall European Champion Clubs' Cup record (including all qualifying round matches) reads, played 95, won
45, drawn 24 and lost 26 with 142 goals scored and 97 conceded.

* Overall, Arsenal have played 149 matches in UEFA club competition with 72 wins, 39 draws and 38 losses. In those
matches, they scored 235 times while conceding 151 goals.

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Match facts

Arsenal FC are seeking to extend their winning run in Group G to three matches as they travel to Russia to play PFC
CSKA Moskva. Last season's runners-up opened their group-stage campaign with a 2-1 win at Hamburger SV before
overcoming FC Porto 2-0 in the first group-stage game at their new Arsenal Stadium home while CSKA earned an
opening 0-0 draw away to Porto and then defeated Hamburg 1-0. In Matchday 3's other game Porto play Hamburg,
a game that is reversed on 1 November when CSKA travel to London. CSKA and Arsenal both have home advantage
on Matchday 5, against Porto and Hamburg respectively, before the final round of matches pits Porto against Arsenal
and Hamburg against CSKA.

CSKA Moskva

*» Sergei Ignashevich is the most experienced CSKA player by a distance in UEFA Champions League terms having
played in the competition 31 times, 23 more than the next highest total.

* Rolan Gusev has appeared 48 times in UEFA club competition and could bring up his half-century in the reverse
fixture against Arsenal on Matchday 4.

* Only three CSKA players have scored in the UEFA Champions League; Ignashevich has two goals to his name
while Vagner Love has scored once in seven games and Dudu found the net on Matchday 2.

» Vagner Love is CSKA's top scorer in UEFA club competition with 13 goals while Daniel Carvalho's next goal will
be his tenth in continental competition. The former struck in CSKA's victory against Sporting Clube de Portugal in the
2005 UEFA Cup final while Carvalho scored in a losing cause in that year's UEFA Super Cup against Liverpool FC.

* Dudu made his UEFA Champions League debut against Porto on Matchday 1. It was the Brazilian midfielder's
seventh match in European competition. J6 made his group-stage debut against Hamburg having made his bow in
UEFA club competition in qualifying.

* Dudu, together with Liedson, has committed the most fouls in the competition this season having been penalised
nine times.

« Carvalho has been impeded on seven occasions, two fewer than the UEFA Champions League's most fouled player
José Antonio Reyes.

» CSKA are one of five teams who are still to concede in the group stage; Olympique Lyonnais, AC Milan, FC Bayern
Munchen and PSV Eindhoven are the others.

« Kirill Kochubei celebrated his 20th birthday on 6 October while Vladimir Gabulov is 23 on 19 October and
Aleksandr Salugin turns 18 four days later.

» CSKA got back to winning ways in the Russian Premier League on Saturday with a 2-1 home win against FC Rubin
Kazan. Yuri Zhirkov and Dudu struck in quick succession midway through the second half for CSKA, who had to
come from behind after Selim Benachour had opened the scoring.

» CSKA therefore moved to the top of the table, two points clear of capital rivals FC Lokomotiv Moskva and FC Spartak
Moskva.

* Goalscorer Dudu was the only Brazilian on the pitch for CSKA, with Jé injured and both Vagner Love and Carvalho
suspended. In their absence, Evgeni Aldonin and Elvir Rahimi¢ joined Dudu in central midfield while
Deividas Semberas was deployed on the right wing with Milos Krasi¢ moving upfield to play alongside Ivica Oli¢ .
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* CSKA coach Gazzaev said: "We were going all out for victory throughout the match but our finishing failed us. We
complicated things for ourselves and eventually failed to deal with a counterattack which led to a goal. Fortunately at
half-time | was able to convince the players that we needed two more goals. We need to become champions."

* CSKA provided more than half of the Russia side that drew 1-1 with Israel on 7 October. Igor Akinfeev, Ignashevich,
Aldonin, Zhirkov and Aleksei and Vasili Berezutskiy all played in Moscow and all but Zhirkov — who was rested
after picking up a minor knock - also appeared four days later as Guus Hiddink's side overcame Estonia 2-0.

* A total of 13 CSKA players were on international duty last week. Carvalho, Vagner Love and Dudu were in action
for Brazil as they claimed victories against Kuwait Sports Club (4-0) and Ecuador (2-1), Carvalho scoring in the first
match.

» Three CSKA players lined up for Russia in the UEFA European Under-21 Championship play-off against Portugal.
Ivan Taranov started in a 4-1 first-leg triumph as Anton Grigoriev and Aleksandr Salugin were named as substitutes,
the latter coming on for the last ten minutes. But then it all went wrong as Taranov's own goal set Russia on course
for a second-leg 3-0 defeat and elimination on away goals.

* Krasi¢ was on target as Serbia booked a place in next summer's U21 finals in the Netherlands with a 5-0 home
victory against Sweden, a remarkable achievement having lost the first leg 3-0.

* Right-back Chidi Odiah, who has been out with a knee ligament injury since March, is on the verge of a comeback.
The Nigerian returned to Moscow on 29 September and is now training with the squad.

» J6 will miss the conclusion of the Russian league season and potentially the remaining four rounds of the UEFA
Champions League group stage due to the recurrence of a knee injury. "It's so annoying to lose J6 before such
important games in Russia and in Europe," said Gazzaev.

Arsenal

» Jens Lehmann made his 50th UEFA Champions League appearance in the 2-1 win at Hamburger SV on Matchday
1. The German international goalkeeper became the fourth Arsenal player to reach that landmark after Thierry Henry
(80 appearances), Fredrik Ljungberg (61) and Lauren (53).

» Tomas Rosicky featured for the 50th time in UEFA club competition in Germany. William Gallas (53 appearances),
Lauren (72), Ljungberg (84), Lehmann (87) and Henry (105) had already passed their half-century. In addition,
Aleksandr Hleb could reach 50 UEFA appearances in the home game against Hamburg on Matchday 5 having
appeared 47 times.

* Henry scored his 50th goal in UEFA club competition against Porto. Hleb's goal in that game was the Belarussian's
first in the UEFA Champions League.

» Johan Djourou made his UEFA Champions League debut at Hamburg, his third European match after featuring in
both matches against NK Dinamo Zagreb in the third qualifying round. Theo Walcott, meanwhile, made his first UEFA
Champions League appearance against Porto.

* Robin van Persie has had six shots on goal, one fewer than Juninho Pernambucano who has the most in the
competition.

* Arsenal recorded their sixth successive victory in all competitions with a 3-0 home defeat of Watford FC on Saturday
afternoon, their fourth straight league win. The home side were quickly on the attack at the Arsenal stadium and took
the lead just past the half-hour, Watford's Jordan Stewart inadvertently putting through his own goal. Henry added a
second before half-time and then unselfishly set up Emmanuel Adebayor midway through the second half to make
the game safe.
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« "Watford made life hard for us but we found some space and got the goals as a result," said Arséne Wenger. "We
were quite strong in the air and dealt well with the problems they posed us. Watford were efficient and showed great
fighting spirit, and we needed a great performance to win. | rested a few players who came back tired from international
duty and | feel that helped."

« Before kick-off Wenger was presented with a special book to mark the tenth anniversary of his first game in charge.

* Wenger was without Emmauel Eboué (knee), Julio Baptista (hamstring) and Fredrik Ljungberg (ankle) while
Lauren (knee) and Abou Diaby (ankle) remain on the sidelines. In their absences 17-year-old Walcott made his first
start for Arsenal since joining from Southampton FC in January, lining up on the left of midfield with Rosicky switching
to the right and Adebayor preferred to Robin van Persie up front. Justin Hoyte replaced Eboué at right-back while
Djourou started in central defence and William Gallas moved to left-back, Gaél Clichy coming on as a late substitute
for his first appearance of the season.

* Arsenal had continued their recent upturn in domestic form with a 2-1 victory away against Charlton Athletic FC on
30 September. Van Persie scored twice as the Gunners came from behind to win their fifth game in succession.

» Captain Henry is the club's leading scorer so far this season with four goals in total.

» Defenders Clichy (foot) and Philippe Senderos (shoulder) both began their recovery from injury by playing for the
club's reserve team on 3 October.

» The London club remain unbeaten at their new Arsenal Stadium after six games on the domestic and European
stage.

 Arsenal were unbeaten at their former home, Highbury, in the 2005/06 UEFA Champions League. The last visiting
side in the competition to leave with victory were fellow English side Chelsea FC in the 2003/04 quarter-finals. Chelsea
won the second leg 2-1 to complete a 3-2 aggregate success.

» Of the 20 goals Arsenal have scored this season, ten different players have got on the scoresheet with two own
goals.

» Cesc Fabregas is the only player to have featured in every minute of Arsenal's games this season.

* Ljungberg picked up a calf injury while playing for Sweden in their 2-0 UEFA EURO 2008 ™ qualifying victory against
Spain on 7 October.

* Van Persie played in the Netherlands' qualifiers against Bulgaria and Albania, scoring in both games.

* Rosicky was also on international duty, playing for the Czech Republic in their 7-0 win against San Marino and 1-1
draw with the Republic of Ireland four days later.

» Henry scored for France as they defeated the Faroe Islands 5-0 on 11 October having also played in the surprise
1-0 defeat in Scotland.

» Walcott scored twice as England secured a place in next summer's European U21 Championship finals with a 2-0
second-leg victory against Germany, winning 3-0 on aggregate.

* Hleb played in Belarus's games against Romania (1-3) and Slovenia (4-2). Fellow midfielder Fabregas was also in
UEFA EURO 2008™ action in Spain's 2-0 defeat in Sweden and came on for the final 14 minutes of his country's 2-1
friendly victory against Argentina on 11 October.

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Competition facts

* UEFA Champions League: Did you know?

Domestic champions: This season's competition features 16 domestic league winners from last season, but none
of the eight groups comprising the 2006/07 UEFA Champions League features four champions. Only Group A features
three league winners from the last campaign with England, Spain and Bulgaria represented by their champions,
namely Chelsea FC, FC Barcelona and PFC Levski Sofia. The fourth club in the group, Werder Bremen, finished
second in last season's Bundesliga, five points behind FC Bayern Minchen. All of the remaining groups feature two
domestic league winners with the exception of Group H, where Belgian side RSC Anderlecht are the only champions.
Group rivals AEK Athens FC were runners-up in Greece, while LOSC Lille Métropole and AC Milan were classified
in third place in Ligue 1 and Serie A respectively. Alongside 16 champions, there are nine runners-up and six third-placed
finishers. Arsenal FC are the only club in the group stage to have finished in fourth place in their domestic league
championship last season.

Consecutive participations: This season, Manchester United FC have extended their consecutive participation in
the UEFA Champions League to eleven, a record in the competition. Bayern, PSV Eindhoven, Olympiacos CFP and
Real Madrid CF are making their tenth consecutive appearances, one ahead of Arsenal.

Knockout streak: In qualifying for the 2005/06 knockout phase, Real Madrid CF equalled Manchester United FC's
record of nine consecutive seasons in advancing past the group stage. While United's streak came to an end last
season, Madrid have featured in the knockout phase every time since the 1996/97 campaign. In those nine seasons,
United won the competition once while they also advanced as far as the semi-finals twice, the quarter-finals four times
and the first knockout round twice in the other eight seasons. Madrid, meanwhile, have won the competition three
times in the last nine years while they advanced as far as the semi-finals twice and the quarter-finals twice. However,
in the last two seasons their interest in the competition has ended at the first knockout round.

European return: Of all 32 clubs competing in this season's UEFA Champions League, only FC Spartak Moskva
and FC Girondins de Bordeaux did not participate in a UEFA club competition during the 2005/06 season. Indeed,
the two clubs are making their first appearance in UEFA club competition since the 2003/04 season.

Past masters: Four clubs competing in the 2006/07 UEFA Champions League were involved in the competition when
it started during the 1992/93 season. AC Milan were beaten finalists (losing to Olympique de Marseille), while PSV
Eindhoven, PFC CSKA Moskva and FC Porto all participated in the group stage. In addition, AEK Athens FC and FC
Barcelona were knocked out in the second round, the last hurdle before the group stage.

Long road for debutants: Five clubs have advanced to the group stage from the European Champion Clubs' Cup
second qualifying round including this season's two debutants, FC Kgbenhavn and PFC Levski Sofia. They are joined
by FC Spartak Moskva, FC Dynamo Kyiv and FC Steaua Bucuresti as clubs who had to play four matches to claim
their place in the group stage of the competition. A debutant has not won the competition since Juventus in 1995/96,
the Italian side becoming the third club to achieve this following Olympique de Marseille (1992/93, first UEFA Champions
League final) and AFC Ajax (1994/95).

No qualifiers: Of the 32 clubs involved in the group stage, only AS Roma and FC Girondins de Bordeaux have yet
to play a qualifying round match in order to reach the UEFA Champions League. Roma are making their fourth
appearance in the competition, while Bordeaux are involved for the second time.
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Pedigree: Four of the former winners of the competition since it included a group stage element from the 1992/93
season are not participating in this season's UEFA Champions League, namely Olympique de Marseille (1992/93),
AFC Ajax (1994/95), Juventus (1995/96) and BV Borussia Dortmund (1996/97). The last ten winners of the competition,
Real Madrid CF (three), Manchester United FC, FC Bayern Minchen, AC Milan, FC Porto, Liverpool FC and FC
Barcelona are involved in this season's group stage. Only three winners from the last ten UEFA Cup finals are not
involved in this season's UEFA Champions League group stage, namely Parma FC (1998/99), Feyenoord (2001/02)
and Sevilla FC (2005/06). Liverpool and Porto have won both competitions in the past decade, while the remaining
UEFA Cup winners in that time are FC Internazionale Milano, Galatasaray SK, Valencia CF and PFC CSKA Moskva.

FARE Action Week

Anti-racism activities will take place at all games on UEFA Champions League Matchday 3 as part of the seventh
FARE (Football Against Racism in Europe) Action Week against racism and discrimination between 17 and 30 October.
The activities will include the captains of all the teams wearing Unite Against Racism armbands, player-escort children
sporting Unite Against Racism T-shirts, announcements being made to fans in stadiums over the loudspeaker calling
for opposition to all forms of racism, and Unite Against Racism adverts being placed in matchday programmes as
well as the official UEFA Champions League magazine Champions.

Such activities have been going on for several years, as UEFA has consolidated its partnership with the FARE network
since the 2000/01 season by way of financial support - including UEFA's 2001 charity cheque worth CHF1m (€629,000)
- conferences, publications and campaigns. A new guide called "Tackling racism in club football' has been published
by FARE and UEFA, and advises clubs on dealing with racist conduct on and off the field. A letter from the UEFA
CEO was sent with the guide to all UEFA member associations, FIFA, FIFPro, UEFA disciplinary body members, and
leading European clubs on 6 October.

"UEFA is proud to be backing FARE Action Week against racism and discrimination," said UEFA President Lennart
Johansson. "We appreciate the opportunity to underline our unwavering commitment to eradicating racism in our
game. We know racism can't be beaten in a single week, but we hope these activities will be a catalyst that engages
more and more members of the football family in the fights against racism and discrimination.”

Piara Powar, the director of FARE's UK partner Kick It Out, added: "As a unique coming together of the football family
- from fan groups, migrants and ethnic minorities, to the biggest clubs in the game - the FARE Action Week is a
statement as to the type of sport we all want to be involved with. The importance of an inclusive and discrimination-free
game that actively reaches out to all communities is our goal. With the support of UEFA we know these ends are
achievable."

2008 and 2009 finals

The Luzhniki stadium in Moscow and the Stadio Olimpico in Rome will stage the 2008 and 2009 UEFA Champions
League finals respectively. UEFA's Executive Committee made the decision at its meeting in Ljubljana, Slovenia on
4 October. The committee made its choice after assessing criteria such as stadium capacity, safety and security,
access, transport, supporters' facilities and commercial potential. Athens will stage the 2007 final.

Strasbourg call

The call for political and sporting bodies to work together for the good of European sport came out loud and clear in
Strasbourg at the conclusion of the PACE-UEFA Play Fair With Sport conference on 29 September. "A healthy future
for sport in Europe can only be achieved by politics and sport working together," read part of the closing statement
from the conference at the Council of Europe, organised jointly by the Council of Europe Parliamentary Assembly
and UEFA.

Valeri Gazzaev enjoyed the greatest achievement of his colourful career in May 2005 when he led PFC CSKA Moskva
to the UEFA Cup title. In addition, the former Russia coach won his third domestic title as coach. Gazzaev then guided
the Moscow club to another Russian Cup success in May 2006.

Gazzaev played for a number of clubs in a successful career as a forward, winning the USSR Cup with FC Dinamo
Moskva in 1984 and he also appeared eight times for the Soviet national team, scoring four goals. He began his
eventful coaching career with Dinamo before spells with FC Alania Vladikavkaz and CSKA, making his coaching name
as he led unfashionable Alania to the title in 1995. He also enjoyed success in his first spell at CSKA, winning the
Russian Cup in 2002, when his team lost a Russian Premier League title play-off against FC Lokomotiv Moskva.
However, CSKA led from start to finish the following season to claim their first Russian title.

The spell at CSKA overlapped with a short-lived stint as Russian national-team coach. Gazzaev started off brightly
in the UEFA EURO 2004 ™ qualifiers but resigned following defeats by Albania and Georgia. He then returned to
CSKA where he won a second title in three years in November 2005, completing a wonderful treble. The Russian
Cup had been secured in May and that month CSKA became the first Russian side to win a European trophy as they
overcame Sporting Clube de Portugal at their home ground to win the UEFA Cup.

Arséne Wenger was never covered in glory as a player, but has more than made up for his lack of playing success
in his time as a coach, turning Arsenal FC into one of Europe's top teams thanks to his incredible eye for a bargain
and an astute footballing mind.

Born in Strasbourg, Wenger worked at RC Strasbourg and AS Cannes before AS Nancy-Lorraine offered him his big
break. He impressed sufficiently to be offered the job as coach of AS Monaco FC in 1987. Within a year Monaco
scooped the French championship and Wenger the Manager of the Year award. He reportedly turned down France
and FC Bayern Miinchen to continue at Monaco, although he did subsequently move on to Japan and enjoy tremendous
success with Nagoya Grampus Eight.

Appointed by Arsenal in September 1996, Wenger became the first foreigner to win the Premiership in 1998, adding
the first of four FA Cup triumphs to boot. The Gunners lost the 2000 UEFA Cup final to Galatasaray SK but claimed
another double in 2002, and in 2004 played some swashbuckling football en route to becoming the first team since
1889 to negotiate a top-flight season unbeaten. Wenger, given the freedom of Islington for his domestic success in
north London, nearly topped all of his achievements by taking Arsenal to the UEFA Champions League final last May,
only for FC Barcelona to come from behind for a 2-1 victory.

When Manuel Mejuto Gonzalez had the honour of refereeing the 2004/05 showpiece between AC Milan and Liverpool
FC, he became only the third Spaniard to take charge of a European Champion Clubs' Cup final.

Born on 16 April 1965, he is still based in his place of birth, La Felguera in Asturias. A civil employee who caught the
officiating bug in his teens, Mejuto moved into the Spanish first-division bracket in 1995 before being added to the
FIFA international list in 1999. UEFA's first major call came in 2000 for the UEFA European Under-18 Championship
in Germany, and 12 months later he went to the FIFA World Youth Championship in Argentina and ended up refereeing
the final between the hosts and Ghana.

A UEFA Intertoto Cup final between Brescia Calcio and Paris Saint-Germain FC followed in 2001, as did his first
UEFA Champions League group stage appointment as PSV Eindhoven beat Galatasaray SK. Mejuto remained in
the limelight with a series of high-ranking appointments both domestically — including RC Deportivo La Corufia's 2002
Spanish Cup final victory Real Madrid CF — and on the continent, the all-London UEFA Champions League semi-final
between Chelsea FC and Arsenal FC for example. The Spaniard then travelled to UEFA EURO 2004™ and oversaw
two group games.

Having refereed Liverpool's magnificent defeat of Milan in Istanbul, Mejuto's dreams of adding a FIFA World Cup final
to his impressive CV were dashed when he had to miss the tournament after two of his assistants failed fitness tests.
He recovered to take charge of his third Spanish Super Cup and already had a UEFA EURO 2008™ qualifier under
his belt by the time he took charge of the goalless draw between LOSC Lille Métropole and AC Milan on Matchday
2.

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Competition information

UEFA's most prestigious club competition was originally created as the European Champion Clubs' Cup for the
1955/56 season, before its revamping as the UEFA Champions League in 1992.

* Locally-trained players rule: In February 2005, UEFA announced that the 'A’ list that teams submit for UEFA club
competitions will continue to be limited to 25 players, and from season 2006/07, at least four places on this list will
be reserved for players trained by the club's own football academy of which half can be players trained by other clubs
from within the same association of the said club.

The 'B' list will also continue to exist - involving an unlimited number of Under-21 players who have been at the club
for two seasons. In 2007/08, the number of locally-trained players in a squad will increase to six before rising to eight
in 2008/09, with up to half of each figure allowed to be association trained.

A club-trained player is defined as a player who has been registered for a minimum of three seasons with the club
between the age of 15 and 21, whereas an association-trained player is one who has been registered for at least
three seasons by the club or by other clubs affiliated to the same association between the age of 15 and 21.

UEFA is concerned some clubs are not training enough of their own players, but simply taking them from elsewhere.
The proposed measures have the objective of creating a better balance in domestic competitions, preventing clubs
from simply 'hoarding' players in squads and creating a system whereby locally-trained players would be given a
greater opportunity to play regularly in club sides - ensuring a large reservoir of talent for national teams as a
consequence.

* Financial information: UEFA says the estimated budgeted income for the 2006/07 UEFA Champions League is
€750m — higher than the 2005/06 campaign revenue which amounted to CHF943m (approx. €610m).

Under the competition regulations, 75 per cent of the total revenue received from television and commercial contracts
concluded by UEFA, up to a maximum of €530m will go to the 32 clubs taking part in the group stage of Europe's
premier club competition. The remaining 25 per cent is earmarked for European football and remains with UEFA to
cover organisational and administrative costs, as well as for solidarity payments to associations, clubs and leagues.

Itis also stipulated that participating clubs will receive 82 per cent of any revenue received from the same stream in
excess of € 530m, with the remaining 18 per cent allocated to UEFA for European football. In addition, 50 per cent
of the revenue received from new media contracts concluded by UEFA will also be available for distribution to the
clubs, and the remaining 50 per cent will be allocated to the above-mentioned European football portion/quota.

The gross income for 2006/07 is estimated at €750m, and according to projections, will be made up of € 743.3m from
TV and commercial contracts and €6.7m from new media contracts.

The fixed amount to the clubs is €276.6m. Each of the 32 clubs in the group stage will receive a starting bonus of
€2m. In addition, they will receive a match bonus of €400,000 per match. Performance bonuses will amount to €600,000
for a win and €300,000 for a draw in the group stage. The 16 teams playing in the first knockout round will receive
€2.2m, the eight quarter-finalists €2.5m each and the four semi-finalists €3m each. The UEFA Champions League
winners will receive €7m, and the runners-up €4m.

This means that a total minimum amount of €4.4m per club is guaranteed for the group stage. A club could receive,
at best, up to €22.7m, not counting the market pool share and gate receipts.

The remaining €270.4m will be distributed according to the proportional value of each TV market represented by the
clubs taking part in the UEFA Champions League, and to be split among the number of teams — four, three, two or
one — participating from a given association.
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* Format: The UEFA Champions League group stage draw in Monaco on 24 August saw the 32 teams divided into
eight groups of four. Clubs from the same association could not be drawn into the same group. Each club plays one
home and one away match against each other club in its group. Three points are awarded for a win, one point for a
draw and no points for a defeat. If two or more teams are equal on points on completion of the group matches, the
following criteria are applied to determine the rankings.

a) higher number of points obtained in the group matches played among the teams in question;

b) superior goal difference from the group matches played among the teams in question;

c¢) higher number of goals scored away from home in the group matches played among the teams in question;

d) superior goal difference from all group matches played;

e) higher number of goals scored;

f) higher number of coefficient points accumulated by the club in question as well as its association, over the previous
five seasons.

The eight group-winners and eight runners-up of the group stage qualify for the first knockout round, to be played
over two legs on 20 February and 7 March 2007. The clubs that finish this stage in third position in their group move
into the round of 32 of the UEFA Cup. The clubs that finish this stage in fourth position in their group are eliminated
from UEFA club competition for the season.
