With six points accrued already, Valencia CF can take a big step towards securing a place in the UEFA Champions
League first knockout round with victory against FC Shakhtar Donetsk. After defeating Olympiacos CFP and AS Roma,
Quique Flores's team will go into the match as clear favourites against a Shakhtar side with just one point to their
name.

* Valencia ended Matchday 2 as Grpup D's outright leaders after a 2-1 victory at home to Roma. All the goals came
in the opening half-hour as Miguel Angel Angulo volleyed Valencia ahead (13'), Francesco Totti equalised from the
penalty spot (18') before David Villa decided the contest (29') with his first UEFA Champions League goal.

Lucescu rueful

» On the same night Shakhtar battled back to earn a 2-2 home draw with Olympiacos. Twice the visitors led through
Michalis Konstantinou (24') and Nery Alberto Castillo (68') but both times Mircea Lucescu's men found a way back
as first Matuzalem (34') and then Ciprian Marica (70') found the net.

» Shakhtar ended the night disappointed not to have won, however, with coach Lucescu left reflecting on missed
chances and the "brilliant" performance of opposition goalkeeper Antonios Nikopolidis. The result left Shakhtar at the
foot of the table with Olympiacos, who face an awkward-looking contest against Roma.

* Including their 4-0 loss at Roma on Matchday 1, Shakhtar's away record in the UEFA Champions League makes
miserable reading: seven consecutive defeats and 23 goals conceded.

Pain in Spain
» The record books suggest that ending that losing sequence here will not be easy. The Ukrainian champions' three
previous visits to Spain have brought three straight defeats with not a single goal scored.

» Their Romanian coach Lucescu is also waiting for his first win in Spain. During his time at Turkish club Besiktas JK,
his charges lost home and away to Valencia in the UEFA Cup third round in season 2003/04. Their 3-2 loss at the
Mestalla - David Navarro hit an added-time winner - is one of four defeats in six away matches as a coach for Lucescu
against Spanish opposition.

* Valencia striker Villa scored twice in Spain's 4-0 defeat of Ukraine in their opening game at Germany 2006. Shakhtar
captain Anatoliy Tymoschuk was on the opposing side while Valencia's David Albelda and Shakhtar's Andriy Vorobey
featured as substitutes.

» Two Julius Aghahowa strikes earned Shakhtar a 2-0 home win against FC Barcelona in their last match against a
Spanish side, in the 2004/05 UEFA Champions League group stage.

* Valencia are only one point short of their final total of seven when they last competed in the group stage in 2004/05.
They finished third that year, failing to negotiate this stage of the competition for the first time.

UEFA club competition milestones

* Valencia have a fine tradition in European competition and have twice gone close to winning the UEFA Champions
League. In successive seasons - 1999/00 and 2000/01 - they were beaten finalists against Real Madrid CF and FC
Bayern Miinchen respectively. Despite losing 3-0 against their Spanish rivals they were only denied by penalty kicks
a year later against Bayern after the match in Milan had ended 1-1 after 120 minutes.

» The club's greatest success on the European stage however has come in the other UEFA club competitions. In
1979/80 they were on the right side of a penalty shoot-out, defeating Arsenal FC 5-4 to win the UEFA Cup Winners'
Cup after the teams had played out a goalless draw.

* Valencia's most recent triumph arrived in the UEFA Cup in 2003/04 where a Vicente Rodriguez penalty and a goal
from Mista helped them lift the trophy against Olympique de Marseille in Gothenburg.

Olympiacos take
on Roma in the other Matchday 3 game, a fixture that is reversed in a fortnight when Shakhtar play host to Valencia.
On Matchday 5 Valencia meet Olympiacos while Shakhtar face Roma before the section concludes with Roma
entertaining Valencia and Olympiacos playing Shakhtar.

Valencia

» Two Valencia players are closing in on a century of UEFA club cpmpetition appearances; Fernando Morientes has
featured 96 times, four more than Santiago Caiizares. Miguel Angel Angulo, meanwhile, is on 73 appearances
and David Albelda made his 65th European appearance against Roma on Matchday 2.

» Morientes also has the most UEFA Champions League experience having played 77 times. Caiizares, on 54
games, is the only other player to have appeared on more than 50 occasions, while Angulo has featured in 43
matches.

» Morientes is by far the top scorer in the UEFA Champions League in the current Valencia squad; the former Real
Madrid CF, AS Monaco FC and Liverpool FC striker has managed 30 goals in the competition, including his hat-trick
on Matchday 1, with Rubén Baraja second on seven.

» No fewer than seven Valencia players made their UEFA Champions League debuts on Matchday 1: Luis Miguel,
Raul Albiol, Jorge Lépez, Jaime Gavilan, David Villa, Mario Regueiro and David Silva. All, however, had previously
featured in UEFA club competition.

» Morientes is one of three players to have scored three goals in this season's UEFA Champions League; Didier
Drogba and Louis Saha are the others.

« Villa has provided two assists so far, one fewer than Samuel Eto'o and Juninho Pernambucano, who have provided
the most goals.

* Valencia have been caught offside on eleven occasions to date, the joint highest in the competition along with FC
Internazionale Milano.

* Valencia suffered their first league defeat of the season on Sunday as they lost 3-2 at RC Celta de Vigo.

David Navarro gave the visitors the lead before Fabiano Baiano equalised on the stroke of half-time and Iriney and
Néstor Canobbio put the Galician club 3-1 ahead. Morientes reduced the arrears but Valencia ended with ten men
when Gavilan was dismissed in added time.

* Vicente Rodriguez limped off midway through the first half with an injury to his left ankle and tests on Monday
confirmed he requires a few days to recover, ruling him out of the Shakhtar match.

* Albiol missed the game after returning from Spanish Under-21 duty with a bruised collarbone, but Villa recovered
from an ankle injury to take his place in the lineup. A trio of players, meanwhile, are continuing their recovery from
injury with Baraja (thigh) nearing full fitness, and Asier Del Horno (knee) and Carlos Marchena (knee ligament)
both in earlier stages of their recuperation.

» Coach Quique Sanchez Flores said: "We played the opposite of how we should have. We should be a solid team
that allows the opposition few chances and today we saw the reverse of that. We looked vulnerable and gave them
too many chances. We played with no conviction and little discipline. | hope this will teach us a lesson during this long
season."
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* Valencia have been drawn to play Segunda B side RC Portuense in the last 32 of the Copa del Rey. They are away
in the first leg, to be played on 25 October, and home in the second game two weeks later.

* Roberto Ayala equalled Diego Simeone's national appearance record of 106 games for Argentina when he appeared
in the 2-1 friendly defeat by Spain last week.

« Albelda and Villa both played the entire 90 minutes of Spain's UEFA EURO 2008™ qualifying Group F defeat
against Sweden in Stockholm on 7 October. Angulo was replaced early in the second half of the 2-0 loss.

* The trio all started in the 2-1 friendly win against Argentina four days later, Villa scoring the winner from the penalty
spot. In was his ninth goal in 17 international games, while Albelda and Angulo were both substituted.

* Luis Miguel played in Portugal's 3-0 victory against Azerbaijan on 7 October in Porto and also appeared in the 2-1
defeat against Poland in Chorzow five days later.

» Three Valencia players appeared in both legs of Spain's 2-1 aggregate defeat against Italy in the play-offs for the
UEFA European Under-21 Championship. Albiol, Silva and Gavilan all featured in the goalless first leg in Modena
and the subsequent 2-1 home reverse in Palencia.

» Sanchez Flores called up nine members of the Valencia youth team for training in the absence of all the senior
players who were on international duty.

« Caiizares believes Valencia's fine start to the season is down to the club's coaches. "l am proud of the coaching
staff here and cannot praise them enough," he said. "Valencia have always had a good team, but the work this season
is very good at every level and that is why the players have all really improved."

* Vicente read aloud a passage from the medieval novel 'Tirant lo Blanc' (The White Knight) at the Valencia festival
Nou D'Octubre. Valencia's sporting director Amedeo Carboni and midfielder Albelda also attended the event.

* Charlton Athletic FC manager lain Dowie and other officials from the London club recently visited Valencia's Paterna
training ground to learn about how the club is run and their coaching methods.

* Club president Juan Soler celebrated two years at the helm on 5 October.

* Valencia enjoyed an emphatic victory on 1 October against CG Tarragona to continue their unbeaten start to the
Primera Division campaign. Villa set up Morientes for the opener early on before adding two more himself in the
second half with Angulo making it 4-0 with a poacher's effort near full time.

Shakhtar

* Although only 25, Tomas Hiibschman is the most experienced man in the Shakhtar squad on the European stage
and is in line to make his 25th UEFA Champions League appearance against Valencia. That would also be the

defender's 50th match in UEFA club competition.

« Igor Duljaj could make his 60th UEFA club competition appearance against Valencia while Olexiy Bielik is one
short of 30 matches in Europe.

« Six Shakhtar players have appeared in the UEFA Champions League for the first time this season; Dmytro Shutkov,
Bohdan Shust, Fernandinho, Olexiy Gay, Elano Blumer and Jadson Rodriguez, although all had previously
appeared in UEFA club competition.

» Shakhtar have committed the most fouls in this season's UEFA Champions League having been penalised 47 times.
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» The Ukrainian side have also collected six yellow cards, the same number as FC Steaua Bucuresti. Only FC
Internazionale Milano, with seven, have had more players booked.

* Only Hamburger SV and LOSC Lille Métropole have had more shots wide than Shakhtar's 15 having both missed
the target on 17 occasions.

» Shakhtar kept up their unbeaten record in the Ukrainian Premier League with a 3-0 away victory against FC Kharkiv
on Saturday. Ciprian Marica gave them the lead inside ten minutes and, despite Jadson missing a penalty, Shakhtar
found themselves two goals ahead at half-time following an effort from Julius Aghahowa shortly before the break.
Brandao rounded off the win just after the hour.

» The win meant that Shakhtar remained level on points at the top of the table with FC Dynamo Kyiv, leading their
rivals on goal difference.

» Shakhtar coach Mircea Lucescu decided to rest a number of players for the league game ahead of the midweek
trip to Spain. Stipe Pletikosa was named in goal instead of Shust, Leonardo alongside Vyacheslav Shevchuk in
defence as replacements for Darijo Srna and Mariusz Lewandowski, and both Jadson and Serhiy Tkachenko
featured in midfield with Elano and Matuzalem rested. Aghahowa and Marica played up front with Brandao coming
on as a second-half substitute.

* On his squad rotation system Lucescu said: "We had a problem with players who were back from international duty.
They came back worn out and it's been a long trip home for them. It's hard to recover in three days, playing for the
national team is a big emotional stress. But overall | am happy to get a victory."

* Thirteen Shakhtar players were on duty during the recent international break. Six were in Oleh Blokhin's Ukraine
squad although only Anatoliy Tymoschuk and Andriy Vorobey started the 2-0 defeat by Italy in Rome on 7 October.
Shust, Gay, Olexandr Kucher and Viacheslav Sviderskiy were all on the bench.

* Kucher, Sviderskiy and Tymoschuk all started four days later as Ukraine bounced back with a 2-0 triumph at
home to Scotland in UEFA EURO 2008™ Group B. It was Kucher's senior debut and he marked the occasion by
breaking the deadlock from close range on the hour after good work from Svidersky. Vorobey came on as a late
substitute.

» Marica was also on target as Romania beat Belarus 3-1 on 7 October. Razvan Rat started the game at right-back.

» Mariusz Lewandowski was withdrawn in the first half as Poland defeated Kazakhstan 1-0 in Almaty but was in the
side again four days later as Poland saw off Portugal 2-1.

* Duljaj came on as a late substitute as Serbia overcame Belgium 1-0 in Group A. He started four days later as the
side defeated Armenia 3-0.

* Croatia also had a successful week as goalkeeper Pletikosa kept two clean sheets in back-to-back wins. He played
all 180 minutes as Andorra (7-0) and England (2-0) were defeated, matches in which Srna remained an unused
substitute.

*« Emmanuel Okoduwa was on the substitutes' bench as Nigeria overcame Lesotho 1-0 in African Cup of Nations
qualifying.

« Before the international break, Bielik scored twice as Shakhtar beat FC Stal Alchevsk 3-1 in Kiev on 1 October.
Vorobey was also on target.
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Competition facts

* UEFA Champions League: Did you know?

Domestic champions: This season's competition features 16 domestic league winners from last season, but none
of the eight groups comprising the 2006/07 UEFA Champions League features four champions. Only Group A features
three league winners from the last campaign with England, Spain and Bulgaria represented by their champions,
namely Chelsea FC, FC Barcelona and PFC Levski Sofia. The fourth club in the group, Werder Bremen, finished
second in last season's Bundesliga, five points behind FC Bayern Minchen. All of the remaining groups feature two
domestic league winners with the exception of Group H, where Belgian side RSC Anderlecht are the only champions.
Group rivals AEK Athens FC were runners-up in Greece, while LOSC Lille Métropole and AC Milan were classified
in third place in Ligue 1 and Serie A respectively. Alongside 16 champions, there are nine runners-up and six third-placed
finishers. Arsenal FC are the only club in the group stage to have finished in fourth place in their domestic league
championship last season.

Consecutive participations: This season, Manchester United FC have extended their consecutive participation in
the UEFA Champions League to eleven, a record in the competition. Bayern, PSV Eindhoven, Olympiacos CFP and
Real Madrid CF are making their tenth consecutive appearances, one ahead of Arsenal.

Knockout streak: In qualifying for the 2005/06 knockout phase, Real Madrid CF equalled Manchester United FC's
record of nine consecutive seasons in advancing past the group stage. While United's streak came to an end last
season, Madrid have featured in the knockout phase every time since the 1996/97 campaign. In those nine seasons,
United won the competition once while they also advanced as far as the semi-finals twice, the quarter-finals four times
and the first knockout round twice in the other eight seasons. Madrid, meanwhile, have won the competition three
times in the last nine years while they advanced as far as the semi-finals twice and the quarter-finals twice. However,
in the last two seasons their interest in the competition has ended at the first knockout round.

European return: Of all 32 clubs competing in this season's UEFA Champions League, only FC Spartak Moskva
and FC Girondins de Bordeaux did not participate in a UEFA club competition during the 2005/06 season. Indeed,
the two clubs are making their first appearance in UEFA club competition since the 2003/04 season.

Past masters: Four clubs competing in the 2006/07 UEFA Champions League were involved in the competition when
it started during the 1992/93 season. AC Milan were beaten finalists (losing to Olympique de Marseille), while PSV
Eindhoven, PFC CSKA Moskva and FC Porto all participated in the group stage. In addition, AEK Athens FC and FC
Barcelona were knocked out in the second round, the last hurdle before the group stage.

Long road for debutants: Five clubs have advanced to the group stage from the European Champion Clubs' Cup
second qualifying round including this season's two debutants, FC Kgbenhavn and PFC Levski Sofia. They are joined
by FC Spartak Moskva, FC Dynamo Kyiv and FC Steaua Bucuresti as clubs who had to play four matches to claim
their place in the group stage of the competition. A debutant has not won the competition since Juventus in 1995/96,
the Italian side becoming the third club to achieve this following Olympique de Marseille (1992/93, first UEFA Champions
League final) and AFC Ajax (1994/95).

No qualifiers: Of the 32 clubs involved in the group stage, only AS Roma and FC Girondins de Bordeaux have yet
to play a qualifying round match in order to reach the UEFA Champions League. Roma are making their fourth
appearance in the competition, while Bordeaux are involved for the second time.
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Pedigree: Four of the former winners of the competition since it included a group stage element from the 1992/93
season are not participating in this season's UEFA Champions League, namely Olympique de Marseille (1992/93),
AFC Ajax (1994/95), Juventus (1995/96) and BV Borussia Dortmund (1996/97). The last ten winners of the competition,
Real Madrid CF (three), Manchester United FC, FC Bayern Minchen, AC Milan, FC Porto, Liverpool FC and FC
Barcelona are involved in this season's group stage. Only three winners from the last ten UEFA Cup finals are not
involved in this season's UEFA Champions League group stage, namely Parma FC (1998/99), Feyenoord (2001/02)
and Sevilla FC (2005/06). Liverpool and Porto have won both competitions in the past decade, while the remaining
UEFA Cup winners in that time are FC Internazionale Milano, Galatasaray SK, Valencia CF and PFC CSKA Moskva.

FARE Action Week

Anti-racism activities will take place at all games on UEFA Champions League Matchday 3 as part of the seventh
FARE (Football Against Racism in Europe) Action Week against racism and discrimination between 17 and 30 October.
The activities will include the captains of all the teams wearing Unite Against Racism armbands, player-escort children
sporting Unite Against Racism T-shirts, announcements being made to fans in stadiums over the loudspeaker calling
for opposition to all forms of racism, and Unite Against Racism adverts being placed in matchday programmes as
well as the official UEFA Champions League magazine Champions.

Such activities have been going on for several years, as UEFA has consolidated its partnership with the FARE network
since the 2000/01 season by way of financial support - including UEFA's 2001 charity cheque worth CHF1m (€629,000)
- conferences, publications and campaigns. A new guide called "Tackling racism in club football' has been published
by FARE and UEFA, and advises clubs on dealing with racist conduct on and off the field. A letter from the UEFA
CEO was sent with the guide to all UEFA member associations, FIFA, FIFPro, UEFA disciplinary body members, and
leading European clubs on 6 October.

"UEFA is proud to be backing FARE Action Week against racism and discrimination," said UEFA President Lennart
Johansson. "We appreciate the opportunity to underline our unwavering commitment to eradicating racism in our
game. We know racism can't be beaten in a single week, but we hope these activities will be a catalyst that engages
more and more members of the football family in the fights against racism and discrimination.”

Piara Powar, the director of FARE's UK partner Kick It Out, added: "As a unique coming together of the football family
- from fan groups, migrants and ethnic minorities, to the biggest clubs in the game - the FARE Action Week is a
statement as to the type of sport we all want to be involved with. The importance of an inclusive and discrimination-free
game that actively reaches out to all communities is our goal. With the support of UEFA we know these ends are
achievable."

2008 and 2009 finals

The Luzhniki stadium in Moscow and the Stadio Olimpico in Rome will stage the 2008 and 2009 UEFA Champions
League finals respectively. UEFA's Executive Committee made the decision at its meeting in Ljubljana, Slovenia on
4 October. The committee made its choice after assessing criteria such as stadium capacity, safety and security,
access, transport, supporters' facilities and commercial potential. Athens will stage the 2007 final.

Strasbourg call

The call for political and sporting bodies to work together for the good of European sport came out loud and clear in
Strasbourg at the conclusion of the PACE-UEFA Play Fair With Sport conference on 29 September. "A healthy future
for sport in Europe can only be achieved by politics and sport working together," read part of the closing statement
from the conference at the Council of Europe, organised jointly by the Council of Europe Parliamentary Assembly
and UEFA.

Quique Sanchez Flores

Date of birth: 2 February, 1965

Quique Sanchez Flores promised to use Rafael Benitez's blueprint to guide Valencia CF back to the top when he
took over at the Mestalla in summer 2005. Having spent nine years there as a player between 1986 and 1994, he
had been a popular choice to replace Claudio Ranieri and soon set about further ingratiating himself to the Valencia
fans. Filling the gaps in a leaky defence certainly helped but it was the signing of David Villa from Real Zaragoza that
had the biggest impact, the striker scoring 25 goals in 37 league games as the side finished third.

It was enough to secure a UEFA Champions League place after a rare season in the European wilderness for Valencia.
Sanchez Flores continued to make his mark in summer 2006, allowing former stars Pablo Aimar and Mista to depart,
and further fulfilling the role of a young, ambitious coach that had convinced the club to bring him on board 12 months
earlier.

He represented something of a risk for the side after only turning his hand to coaching in 2003 but Sanchez Flores
has already enjoyed success, leading Real Madrid CF to the youth title before moving across the city to newly-promoted
senior side Getafe CF who enjoyed an impressive campaign. It further vindicated his decision to give up a career as
a media pundit and having enjoyed some success as a player at Valencia, Madrid and Real Zaragoza and made 15
international appearances for Spain, Sanchez Flores could make waves as a coach.

Mircea Lucescu

Mircea Lucescu is one of the biggest personalities, and one of the greatest coaches, Romania has produced. He
joined FC Dinamo 1948 Bucuresti in 1963, making his top-flight debut the following year. After spending two seasons
in the second division with FC Stiinta Bucuresti Lucescu returned to Dinamo and stayed another decade, winning five
championships and the Romanian Cup. Lucescu represented his country 70 times, scoring nine goals and appearing
at the 1970 FIFA World Cup.

He was appointed player-coach of FC Corvinul Hunedoara in 1977 before hanging up his boots after 362 first division
appearances and 78 goals. As a coach his style has involved rebuilding teams, improving players who appeared to
be the finished article, and he took over as coach of Romania in 1981, becoming their technical director a year later.

In 1986, he returned to Dinamo as coach and guided them to a league title and cup win as well as the 1989/90 UEFA
Cup Winners' Cup semi-finals. A workaholic who speaks six foreign languages, Lucescu then had spells in charge of
Italian sides Pisa Calcio, Brescia Calcio, Reggiana AC and FC Internazionale Milano. After returning to Romania and
leading AFC Rapid Bucuresti to their first title for 32 years in 1999, he moved to Turkey's Galatasaray SK, where he
was a league winner and also got his hands on the UEFA Super Cup in 2000. After another title with Besiktas JK he
took charge of FC Shakhtar Donetsk in 2004, winning the Ukrainian Premier League title in his first two seasons.

Mike Riley is a straight-talking Yorkshireman who likes to keep a tight rein on his matches - but what do you expect

from a man who works as a finance director by profession? The Englishman has risen to the highest category of

UEFA referees, and has continued to land high-profile appointments including the glamour friendly between Brazil
and Wales, played in London in September 2006.

Riley took charge of his first Premiership game in 1996 before being awarded his FIFA badge in 1999. In 2000, Riley
was a member of the UEFA European Under-18 Championship referees' team but has since enjoyed an elevated

role, living out his lifelong dream by taking charge of two group games at UEFA EURO 2004 ™ as well as continually
refereeing matches in the UEFA Cup and UEFA Champions League.

In September 2005 he was awarded the whistle for the UEFA Champions League game between AC Milan and

Fenerbahge SK and had a further three appointments that season in Europe's premier club competition. His 2006/07
campaign began with AC Milan's 3-0 win against AEK Athens FC on Matchday 1. Back in the international arena, he
had three qualifying matches for the 2006 FIFA World Cup. In English domestic football, Riley counts the 2002 FA

Cup final between Arsenal FC and Chelsea FC in Cardiff as one of the highlights of his career. The Rotherham-based
official, who regards George Courtney as his refereeing icon, also took charge of the 2004 English League Cup final
between Bolton Wanderers FC and Middlesbrough FC.

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Competition information

UEFA's most prestigious club competition was originally created as the European Champion Clubs' Cup for the
1955/56 season, before its revamping as the UEFA Champions League in 1992.

* Locally-trained players rule: In February 2005, UEFA announced that the 'A’ list that teams submit for UEFA club
competitions will continue to be limited to 25 players, and from season 2006/07, at least four places on this list will
be reserved for players trained by the club's own football academy of which half can be players trained by other clubs
from within the same association of the said club.

The 'B' list will also continue to exist - involving an unlimited number of Under-21 players who have been at the club
for two seasons. In 2007/08, the number of locally-trained players in a squad will increase to six before rising to eight
in 2008/09, with up to half of each figure allowed to be association trained.

A club-trained player is defined as a player who has been registered for a minimum of three seasons with the club
between the age of 15 and 21, whereas an association-trained player is one who has been registered for at least
three seasons by the club or by other clubs affiliated to the same association between the age of 15 and 21.

UEFA is concerned some clubs are not training enough of their own players, but simply taking them from elsewhere.
The proposed measures have the objective of creating a better balance in domestic competitions, preventing clubs
from simply 'hoarding' players in squads and creating a system whereby locally-trained players would be given a
greater opportunity to play regularly in club sides - ensuring a large reservoir of talent for national teams as a
consequence.

* Financial information: UEFA says the estimated budgeted income for the 2006/07 UEFA Champions League is
€750m — higher than the 2005/06 campaign revenue which amounted to CHF943m (approx. €610m).

Under the competition regulations, 75 per cent of the total revenue received from television and commercial contracts
concluded by UEFA, up to a maximum of €530m will go to the 32 clubs taking part in the group stage of Europe's
premier club competition. The remaining 25 per cent is earmarked for European football and remains with UEFA to
cover organisational and administrative costs, as well as for solidarity payments to associations, clubs and leagues.

Itis also stipulated that participating clubs will receive 82 per cent of any revenue received from the same stream in
excess of € 530m, with the remaining 18 per cent allocated to UEFA for European football. In addition, 50 per cent
of the revenue received from new media contracts concluded by UEFA will also be available for distribution to the
clubs, and the remaining 50 per cent will be allocated to the above-mentioned European football portion/quota.

The gross income for 2006/07 is estimated at €750m, and according to projections, will be made up of € 743.3m from
TV and commercial contracts and €6.7m from new media contracts.

The fixed amount to the clubs is €276.6m. Each of the 32 clubs in the group stage will receive a starting bonus of
€2m. In addition, they will receive a match bonus of €400,000 per match. Performance bonuses will amount to €600,000
for a win and €300,000 for a draw in the group stage. The 16 teams playing in the first knockout round will receive
€2.2m, the eight quarter-finalists €2.5m each and the four semi-finalists €3m each. The UEFA Champions League
winners will receive €7m, and the runners-up €4m.

This means that a total minimum amount of €4.4m per club is guaranteed for the group stage. A club could receive,
at best, up to €22.7m, not counting the market pool share and gate receipts.

The remaining €270.4m will be distributed according to the proportional value of each TV market represented by the
clubs taking part in the UEFA Champions League, and to be split among the number of teams — four, three, two or
one — participating from a given association.
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* Format: The UEFA Champions League group stage draw in Monaco on 24 August saw the 32 teams divided into
eight groups of four. Clubs from the same association could not be drawn into the same group. Each club plays one
home and one away match against each other club in its group. Three points are awarded for a win, one point for a
draw and no points for a defeat. If two or more teams are equal on points on completion of the group matches, the
following criteria are applied to determine the rankings.

a) higher number of points obtained in the group matches played among the teams in question;

b) superior goal difference from the group matches played among the teams in question;

c¢) higher number of goals scored away from home in the group matches played among the teams in question;

d) superior goal difference from all group matches played;

e) higher number of goals scored;

f) higher number of coefficient points accumulated by the club in question as well as its association, over the previous
five seasons.

The eight group-winners and eight runners-up of the group stage qualify for the first knockout round, to be played
over two legs on 20 February and 7 March 2007. The clubs that finish this stage in third position in their group move
into the round of 32 of the UEFA Cup. The clubs that finish this stage in fourth position in their group are eliminated
from UEFA club competition for the season.

» Deadlines: UEFA Champions League matchday stats packs and match-by-match press kits are provided to media
by uefa.com. For every matchday, a global stats pack is created and issued once matches from the previous matchday
have been completed and the data verified. For every UEFA Champions League match, two press kits are issued in
English: Sunday at 22:00CET with a match preview update on Monday at 22:00CET for Tuesday's matches. For
Wednesday's matches, the press kit is issued on Monday at 22:00CET with the match preview update version published
on Tuesday at 22:00CET. Multilingual versions of press kits, determined on a match-by-match basis, are also issued
with similar deadlines.
